SCVi Sports – Frequently Asked Questions
1. Will we offer any other sports?  

YES! We plan to expand the program in the future.  We are beginning with Soccer, Track, and Basketball because they are low-cost sports that we can play using our current facility and nearby parks.

2. How often and where will students practice?

Practice is once per week, teams will practice either on the school grounds (basketball) or take a supervised warm-up walk/run to Live Oak Park ½ mile from the school.  Practice time is 3:30 pm to 5:00 pm.
3. Will we compete, and will there be any weekend requirements?

For this spring, it is a weekday intramural program concentrating on skill development, drills, conditioning, teamwork, and sportsmanship.  We are working toward CIF certification to allow us to compete with other schools in the area – target Fall 2010.  No weekend requirements now.
4. What ages can play and how will they be grouped?

Students in grades 1 to 8 are welcome.  The coaches will group the students according to age, ability, and gender as they determine best to provide a safe, fun, and effective program.
5. When does the program begin?  Is there a deadline for enrollment?  What if I decide I don’t want to play?

The 8-week program runs from April 19 to June 11.  The first 2 weeks are flex-enrollment time.  Refunds and sport-switching will be allowed then. Example: you think you want to do track but might decide soccer is better for you – ok to switch within the first 2 weeks.  

6. Will you practice over the summer?

We may offer a summer “Sports Camp” … stay tuned!
7. Who are the coaches?

We are looking to SCVi parents, friends, and referrals for our qualified coaching staff.  This includes head-coach and assistant coaches.  If necessary, we will hire outside qualified personnel to fill the positions.  All personnel for SCVi Sports will go through the standard background check, fingerprinting, and interview process.
     8.  Is there a Fee?

There is a one-time registration fee for the 8-week program:  $25 per student for Track, $50 for Soccer and $50 for Basketball.  Discounts are available for multiple sports and siblings.  Please see the Registration Form for more details.

     9.  How can I volunteer?

Glad you asked!!  We need parent volunteers in any capacity that you feel you can provide:  chaperones for walks/runs/drills at the park, drill coordinators, drivers to transport equipment, administrative help sending reminder/information emails, fundraising, creating posters/graphics.
